ORE LAKE SHORES COUNTRY CLUB ASSOCIATION BY LAWS

ARTICLE I

Section 1.
NAME:  The name of this Corporation shall be Ore Lake Shores Country Club Association.

Section 2.
PURPOSE:  To exercise certain powers over the lands owned by said Corporation and within its jurisdiction, to establish by laws, provide penalties for the violation of rules and regulations, and to do any and all things prescribed as allowable under the incidental to the mission of the Association, including those powers and duties set forth in Act No 137 of the Public Acts of Michigan for the year 1929, as amended.  (Mich. Compiles Laws 455.209-220) (amended 5/97)

Section 3.
MANAGEMENT:  The business of this Corporation shall be managed and controlled by a Board of Trustees consisting of seven members, to be elected by qualified voters for a term of three years.  No two members from the same household may serve concurrent terms on the Board.  The Board of Trustees shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer and individual members making up the total of seven, and shall have the power to transact the Corporation’s business for all minor improvements requiring expenditures up to and including $500.00 within one year, providing funds are in bank to cover same (otherwise by special vote of property owners); for major improvements requiring expenditures exceeding this amount, a vote of the membership shall be required and a majority decide. (amended 9/92)
Section 4.
MEMBERSHIP:  The membership of Ore Lake Shores Country Club Association shall consist of all persons who own property within the boundaries of Ore Lake Shores Country Club. (amended 5/97)

Section 5.
VOTING:  Persons eligible to vote at any election or membership meeting of Ore Lake Shores Country Club Association shall be members within the meaning of Section 4 above and shall have attained the age of 18 years, provided, if any parcel of property within the corporate boundaries is owned jointly or otherwise by more than two persons, not more than two of the persons so owning shall be eligible to vote.  A parcel is defined as one or more lots or portions of lots that are contiguous to each other under common ownership.  Each parcel shall have two votes.  Each voter must be a member in good standing, and must be physically present or have an assigned proxy physically present at the meeting.  To be in good standing, a member must have current assessments paid, with a grace period of two years. (amended 5/98)

Section 5A: Definition of assigned proxy.

An assigned proxy voter is a person whom an eligible voter assigns in writing to vote for him/her at the next meeting.  This document must be signed and dated by the voter giving the proxy rights, by the person receiving the proxy rights, and by a current board member.  The duration of these rights is only for the next meeting.  The person receiving the proxy rights will be responsible to be physically present at the meeting and hear arguments on issues which require a vote.  This person will also be responsible for actually voting.


These rights are not transferable to a third party.  An assigned proxy voter may only receive assignments from one parcel for any given meeting.

Section 6.
MEETINGS:  The Spring Corporation Meeting will be held the Sunday Before Memorial Day in May and the Fall Corporation Meeting will be held the second Sunday in September and there will be a minimum of six Board meetings, left to the discretion of the President.  At the Spring Meeting nominations for Board members will be accepted.  These and all other nominations will be voted on at the Fall Meeting.  New Board members will be installed at the first Board meeting following the Fall Meeting.  Special meetings of the Board of Trustees can be called at any time by the President or Secretary, or by a majority of the members of the Board upon proper notice.  Meetings of the Corporation shall be called upon notice of the President, Secretary or by any five members of the Corporation. (amended 9/92)

Section 7.
NOTICE OF MEETINGS:  Trustees or members shall be notified not less than five days in advance of the time, place and purpose of all meetings of the Board of Trustees or the Corporation.

Section 8.
QUORUM:  A majority of the Board of Trustees shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business of the Board.  Twelve members shall constitute a quorum at Corporation meetings.

Section 9.
VACANCIES:  Any Trustee or officer may resign at any time by giving written notice to the Board of Trustees or to the President.  Vacancies in the Board of Trustees shall be filled by the remaining members of the Board, and each person so elected shall be one of the Trustees until his successor is elected at the next annual meeting of the Corporation.  Provided, if any duly-elected Trustees shall fail to attend two meetings of the Trustees in succession without explanation for such failure, the Board of Trustees, by majority vote of the members present at any meeting, may declare the office of such Trustee vacant and fill the same as herein provided. (amended 5/97)

Section 10.
COMPENSATION:  No member of the Board of Trustees shall receive any salary.

Section 11.
FISCAL YEAR:  The fiscal year of this Corporation shall be January 1 to December 31.

ARTICLE II
Section 1.
PRESIDENT:  The President shall be the chief executive of the Board of Trustees, and shall have the general control and management of its business in the recess of the Board.  The President shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Trustees or of the Corporation. (amended 5/97)

Section 2.
VICE PRESIDENT:  It shall be the duty of the Vice President to perform all of the duties of President in the President’s absence. (amended 5/97)


a)  It is also the responsibility of the Vice President or an assigned committee of at least two (2) members consisting of volunteers from the subdivision, to respond to complaints concerning violations of the terms of the agreement between the Association and the owners of property adjacent to the subdivision’s riparian parks.  Complaints received by phone or in person will be addressed by the board (or committee) at their earliest convenience.  Formal written and signed complaints will be investigated and dealt with on a  formal level (i.e. Letter to alleged party explaining violation and a warning).  Any individual receiving two substantiated complaints against him/her in a season will be reviewed by the board (or committee) for removal from the rotation plan.  In cases where laws are being broken, it is the responsibility of the person witnessing the violation to first inform the appropriate agency (such as the Hamburg Police or the Livingston County Sheriff).  Violations of State and Local ordinance constitute a valid complaint against the violator. (amended 7/00)

Section 3.
TREASURER:  The Treasurer shall be the custodian of all funds and property of the Corporation and shall render such accounts and present such statements as the Board of Trustees shall require.  The Treasurer shall in the same manner deposit all funds of the Corporation which may come into the Treasurer’s possession in such banks or bank as the Board may designate, keeping the bank accounts in the name of the Corporation, and the Treasurer shall pay out money only by check, upon written order of the President, or as provided in these by-laws or by action of the Trustees.  The Treasurer shall perform, in addition, such other duties as may be delegated to the Treasurer by the Board.  Account books shall at all times be in condition to submit to the Board.  The Treasurer shall compile and maintain a roll of eligible voters. (amended 5/97)
Section 4.
SECRETARY:  The Secretary shall take minutes at general meetings and Board meetings.  The Secretary shall publish newsletters and have them distributed when finances allow.  The Secretary shall carry on any correspondence necessary. (amended 5/97)
Section 5.
EXECUTION OF DOCUMENTS:  The execution of all association documents and contracts to which the Association may be a party shall be signed on behalf of the Association by the President and Treasurer, and if required, by the Secretary or by any other person or persons specifically authorized by resolution of the Boar of Trustees, but no such instrument shall be executed by any officer or person except in the proper performance of his or her duties consistent with the laws of the State of Michigan, the Articles of Incorporation and these By-laws. (added 5/97)

ARTICLE III
Section 1.
RULES:  The following rules are set up, not to curtail anyone’s personal liberty, but in order that property owners may all enjoy their property in peace and safety.

A. DISPOSAL OF WASTE:  All refuse and garbage must be carried off the subdivision.  Each member shall be responsible for seeing that arrangements are made by owners or other occupants of premises for taking care of these items.  Burning of any material must follow Hamburg Township ordinance and specifications. (amended 5/97)
B. SPEED LIMIT:  The speed limit on all roads under the jurisdiction of this Corporation shall be 10 miles per hour.

C. DOGS:  All dogs must be kept on the owner’s property or on a leash at all times.  Nothing in this Rule shall permit any person who owns or harbors a dog to do anything contrary to the regulations in force in Livingston County, Michigan, pertaining to dogs. (amended 5/97)
D. WATERCRAFT REGULATIONS:  Watercraft on Ore Lake shall conform to Michigan Department of Environmental Quality rulings, including but not limited to maintaining 100 feet distance from other watercraft when in motion, and following a counterclockwise traffic pattern.  (amended 5/97)
E. UPKEEP OF PROPERTY:  All property within the jurisdiction of this Corporation shall be kept neat and in orderly fashion by the owner thereof, and if the owner shall neglect or refuse to do so, same shall be done by a committee of the Corporation, and the cost of the work charged to the owner of the property.

F. USE OF FACILITIES:  The facilities controlled by this Corporation, such as parks, docks and floats and other centers, are to be used by the owners of property of the Corporation and their guests at their own risk.  A guest is any person who is on Ore Lake Shores Country Club property at the invitation of and in company with a member.  (amended 5/97)
G. SWIMMING/BOATING:  People swimming or boating between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. must conduct themselves in an orderly manner so as not to disturb the neighbors.  Swimming will be allowed at only the North Park.  Buoys constructed of high visibility, marine grade material shall be anchored to mark the riparian limits of the parks at a distance of not less then 80 feet from the shoreline.  The area within a park’s riparian interest space shall be considered a no wake zone.  All watercraft shall enter, navigate and exit this area at idle speed.  OLSCAA shall post no wake signs at both the North and South parks. (amended 7/00)

H. CANALS:  No canal, boat well or other open drain or ditch shall be dug on Corporation property within the meander line as described on the recorded plat thereof.

I. FILLING OF LOTS:  No lot shall be filled beyond the meander line, as described in the recorded plat of the Corporation property.

J. BOOKS AND RECORDS:  The books and records of the Corporation shall be subject to examination upon petitions of any five members.

K. HORSES:  The walking and/or riding of horses within the boundaries under the jurisdiction of the Corporation is prohibited.

L. PARKING OF CARS:
1. Parking is allowed on all developed roads provided there is no obstruction of traffic, emergency vehicles or use of the boat ramp for launch of retrieval of watercraft.   There shall be no parking of motorized vehicles on either side of the roads adjacent to the parks by members and/or guests using the parks.  A fifteen-minute “Drop Off” time shall be allowed on Hillpoint Road adjacent to the North and South Park for loading and unloading on the roads bordering the West Park.  All undeveloped portions of platted roads (such as the undeveloped portion of Cedardale) are pedestrian walkways only.  Maintenance of park equipment or the park is the only reason for anyone parking in or adjacent to a park for longer than fifteen minutes.  Other than maintenance, parking is never allowed IN the park.

2. OLSCCA shall place one sign on each side of Hillpoint Road adjacent to the North and South Parks posting the parking restrictions (i.e. “No Parking, 15 minute drop-off only”).  OLSCCA will  install barriers on Cedardale where it meets Hillpoint to prevent parking on the undeveloped portion of Cederdale.

3. All motor driven vehicles and trailers must be returned to the resident’s home while they or their guests are using the North or South Park facility.

4. Vehicles transporting equipment or hauling debris for the purpose of park maintenance shall be exempt from the provisions of this section. (amended 7/00)

M. BOAT LAUNCH:  A boat launching area is provided in the North Park.  The boat launch shall be used only for ingress and egress by lot owners of record and guests in their company for the launching and retrieval of boats.  The mouth of the launch shall not be used as a place to congregate or operate watercraft.  Boat launch users shall not infringe on the riparian rights of adjacent property owners.  Launching and retrieval of boats shall be conducted in a manner that does not disturb other park users and adjacent homeowners.  Launch users shall avoid creating excessive noise and engine pollution through long motor idles and engine revving.  Members are required to chain and lock the launch after each use. (amended 5/97)
N. BOAT DOCKING WILL BE ALLOWED AT BOTH THE NORTH AND SOUTH PARKS:
1.  OLSCCA may continue to place season docks within the riparian interest space of the North and South Parks.  The docks shall be constructed of appropriate marine grade materials.  All metal or plastic dock surfaces shall be covered with out door grade carpeting or other suitable material to minimize pedestrian noise.  At the North Park, the dock may be placed adjacent to the north side of the swimming area perpendicular to the shore (amended 7/00)

2. OLSCCA is responsible for maintaining the docks in a structurally sound condition and in good appearance.

3. Not more than five (5) watercraft shall be moored on a seasonal basis at the North Park dock and not more than six (6) watercraft shall be moored on a seasonal basis at the South Park dock.  Watercraft hoists, lifts or shore stations are not to be used for mooring at the docks.

4. One additional watercraft slip may be provided at the dock in each park to accommodate to two (2) hour mooring period for participants in the rotation system who are not currently assigned to one of the seasonal watercraft slips.  This 2 hour use is understood to be from ½ hour before sunrise to ½ hour after sunset.  Watercraft owners utilizing this two hour slip shall conform to the terms of this Agreement.  A sign will be posted by OLSCCA indicating a two hour limit at the temporary slip.

5. All moored watercraft must be secured such that they cannot make contact with docks, other watercraft or mooring posts.  Rigging must be secured against banging or other noise due to wind wand waves.  All attempts must be made to keep noise levels from moored watercraft to a minimum.

6. To protect real property for all landowners, watercraft may not be moored to trees but may be pulled up on shore at the park for approximately 15 minutes drop-off/retrieval time.

7. In the event that there are more members wanting a space then there are dock spaces, a rotation will occur, according to the bylaws Art 3, Sec 1, Par R. (amended 7/00)

O. NON-POWERED WATERCRAFT STORAGE:  Not more than two (2) small, non-powered watercraft may be kept on shore on a seasonal basis at each riparian park.  These watercraft will not be stored in racks. (amended 7/00)

P. NOISE:  The peace of the neighborhood is important.  Members, their renters and guests shall conform to Hamburg Township and Livingston County ordinances pertaining to noise.  (added 9/97)
Q. PARK UPKEEP:  Personal property such as bikes, wagons/carts, tarps, and other boating accessories shall not be stored overnight in the parks except per Section N “Boat Docking Will Be Allowed at Both the North and South Parks”, Section O “Non-Powered Watercraft Storage”, Section R “Equal Access Rotation of Boat Moorings” and Section S “Equal Access Rotation of Non-Powered Watercraft Storage”. (amended 7/00)
1. Off-season storage of the docks is permitted in the North and South Parks.  The dock structures shall be stored in an orderly fashion not closer than five (5) feet from the park property boundaries.   The sandy beach area at the North Park is not to be used for storage in the off-season.
2. This provision does not allow the storage of fuel containers at ANY time.
3. All personal property, i.e. watercraft, poles, etc., shall be removed from the parks by the end of the season.  OLSCCA is not liable for loss or damage of personal property left in the parks.
R. EQUAL ACCESS ROTATION OF BOAT MOORINGS:  Each parcel of record has equal access to moor one (1) boat adjacent to the seasonal dock(s).  This watercraft must have a current Michigan Registration in the name of a valid parcel owner (or immediate family living at that address) and appropriate Watercraft Liability Insurance.  In addition, each participating watercraft owner in the rotation must pay an annual amount of $50.00 for dock maintenance.  Money collected for this purpose will be maintained in a separate “Dock Maintenance Account”.  In the event, more owners wish to moor their watercraft than we have, or can add space for, a simple bi-weekly rotation (Sunday through Saturday) will be utilized.  This rotation will be in effect between the third Sunday in May and the first Saturday in October (20 weeks), and is implemented as follows.  (added 5/98, amended 6/99, amended 7/00,amended 5/09)
1. Each eligible owner will be entered in a drawing of which the number of positions we have available will be selected, and the order of selection recorded.  These people will have positions the first two weeks the rotation is in effect.

2. The drawing will be continued and the order of selection recorded.

3. On the Sunday of each odd-numbered week, those who had positions and are at the top of the list will “rotate out” and those who did not have positions will “rotate in” in the order they were selected.

4. Watercraft rotating out of a position must be away from the dock by Sunday morning at 10:00 a.m.  Violation of this rule will result in the violator being skipped in the next Sunday rotation.

5. Due to the complexity of the boat rotation no boats will be added to the rotation after the initial annual rotation registration period. A property owner wishing to register their watercraft for the boat mooring rotation must do so in the weeks prior to, or at the Spring General Membership Meeting. You may register your watercraft through any of the O.L.S.C.C.A. Board members, by bringing, a current Michigan watercraft registration, proof of watercraft liability insurance, and the $50.00 annual fee. That board member will make sure you are entered in the rotation.

6. If someone with a spot in the rotation would like to be removed during the boating season, that person must notify the Board Member managing the rotation.  On the next Sunday of rotation, everyone else moves up the rotation list.

7. The drawing, rotation schedule, and dock maintenance expenditures will be managed by a member of the Board of Trustees.  This person will be designated by the Board of Trustees.  Yearly dock maintenance expenses will be limited to $1000.00 per year from the dedicated “Dock Maintenance Account”.  Any additional spending must be approved by majority vote at a General Membership Meeting.

8. Money in excess of $3000.00 in the “Dock Maintenance Account” will be rolled over into the Association account to be used for general spending.

S. EQUAL ACCESS ROTATION OF NON-MOTORIZED WATERCRAFT STORAGE::  Each parcel of record has equal access to store one (1) small, non-motorized watercraft in a waterfront park.  This watercraft must have a current Michigan Registration (if required by State Law) in the name of a valid parcel owner ( or immediate family living at that  address) and appropriate Liability Insurance.  In the event, more owners wish to store their watercraft then we have, or can add space for, a simple bi-weekly (Sunday through Saturday) will be utilized.  This rotation will be in effect between the third Sunday in May and the first Saturday in October (20 weeks), and implemented as a separate rotation as in Section R “Equal access Rotation of Boat Moorings” (adopted 7/00)

Section 2.
ASSESSMENTS:
A. MEMBERSHIP:  There shall be due and payable each year on January 1 an assessment in the amount of $30.00 for each house and $15.00 for each member with no home on lot on improved roads.  Members on Social Security, or who have reached the age of 62 remain at the assessment rate established in the 1970 By-laws, which is 33 percent of regular dues.  Members on Social Security or who have obtained the age of 62 must notify the OLSCCA Board in writing with proof to receive this assessment rate.  All dues pursuant to this subsection shall be subject to 20 percent penalty if unpaid after June 30 of the year for which assessed.

B. ROAD:  There shall be due and payable each year on July 1, road dues in the amount of $180 per year, reevaluated yearly.  This will be maintained in a separate account.  This will be maintained in separate account.  This account will also be used to finance lawn maintenance for the park areas. (amended 9/90, 9/95, 5/97, 9/97, 6/99,9/05,9/08)
Section 3.
COMMITTEES:  The Board of Trustees shall appoint the following Committees with such membership as 


it shall deem proper.

A. ROAD COMMITTEE:  It shall be the duty of the Road Committee to recommend all necessary material and contract for all necessary labor to maintain and improve the roads in Ore Lake Shores Country Club Association, provided it is authorized.  It may request additional funds, as required, from the Board of Trustees.  It shall have the duty of contracting for material and labor for the construction of special road maintenance projects for which special funds are voted and shall authorize the expenditure of such special funds.  All actual paying out of such general or special funds shall be by the Treasurer of the Corporation.

B. PARKS COMMITTEE:  It shall be the duty of the Parks Committee to purchase all necessary material and contract for all necessary labor to maintain and improve the parks in Ore Lake Shores Country Club Association.

C. HEALTH AND SANITATION:  The Committee shall require any owner to correct any unsanitary condition existing on his or her property which may endanger the health or safety of other persons. (amended 9/97)
Section 4.
RESTRICTIONS:
A. Property within the Subdivision shall be used for dwelling purposes only and shall not be used or occupied for any purpose whatsoever in violation of any laws of the State and Federal Government or any subdivision thereof.

B. Dwellings shall conform to the established building, health and safety codes of Livingston County and Hamburg Township.  Only a single private dwelling shall be erected on any building site.  A garage or utility building for private use may also be constructed on the site providing it is built following established building, health, and safety codes of Livingston County and Hamburg Township and all plans are approved by said agencies.

C. With no exceptions, no dwelling or building shall be built with a flat roof except Spanish type and only of Livingston County and Hamburg Township approved roofing materials may be used on roofs.  Roll roofing shall not be used on any building.  The use of tents or house trailers are primary dwellings shall not be permitted.

D. Streets and parks are private, dedicated to the joint use of members of Ore Lake Shores Country Club Association.

E. In case of resale of any home or lot, the Treasurer or Secretary shall be notified in writing so the new owners may be properly registered in the Corporation. (amended 5/97, 9/97)
ARTICLE IV
Section 1.
ENFORCEMENTS:  The Board of Trustees shall be empowered to enforce any of the provisions of these By-laws either by direct action of the Board or by the appointment of representatives to carry out the orders of the Board.  Violation of these By-laws shall be a misdemeanor punishable under the provisions of Act No. 137 Public Acts of Michigan for the year 1929, as amended. (Mich. Compiled Laws 455.201-220)

ARTICLE V
Section 1.
AMENDMENTS:  An amendment to these By-laws may be ratified by two-thirds of the votes cast at any general meeting of the Association provided written notification was made to all members by first-class mail postmarked at least five days in advance of the scheduled date of the meeting.  Such notification shall specify the article, section and sub-section (if any) of the By-laws to be affected and shall included the current wording (if any) and the proposed wording for the amendment. (amended 9/92)

ARTICLE VI
Section 1.
INDEMNIFICATION:  Each Trustee and Officer of the Association shall be indemnified against all expenses actually and necessarily incurred by such Trustee or Officer in connection with the defense of any action, suit or proceeding to which he or she has be made a party by reason of being or having been a Trustee or Officer shall be adjudicated in such action, suit or proceeding to be liable for gross negligence or willful misconduct in the performance of duty.  (added 5/97)
ARTICLE VII
Section 1.
CONTINUITY OF BY-LAWS:  If any of the provisions of these By-laws are held to be partially or wholly invalid or unenforceable for any reason, that holding shall not affect, alter or impair any of the other provisions of these By-laws or the remaining part of any provision that is held to be partially invalid or unenforceable.  In such an event, the By-laws shall be construed as if the invalid or unenforceable provision were omitted.  (added 5/97)
ARTICLE VIII
Section 1.
PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY:
  The rules contained in the Modern Edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern the Association in all cases where they are not inconsistent with these By-laws and any special rules of order the Association may adopt.  (added 9/97)
